Acclaimed singer/songwriter/multi-instrumentalist Faouzia has teamed up with 11x GRAMMY Award winner John Legend for a truly powerful new single, “Minefields” - available now at all DSPs and streaming services HERE. The poignant and timely single was co-written by Faouzia, Sam Martin (One Direction, Julia Michaels, Nick Jonas), Ali Tamposi (Beyoncé, Selena Gomez, Dua Lipa), J Kash (Britney Spears, Ke$ha, Avril Lavigne) and multi-platinum producer Johnny Goldstein (Black Eyed Peas, Tyga, Ozuna) and features the multi- GRAMMY nominated and multi-platinum artist Charlie Puth on piano. The remarkable track will be joined by an official video, coming soon. 
"’Minefields’ examines what we, as humans, are willing to do to reunite with a loved one – whoever it may be,” Faouzia shared. “It poses the question, during times of desperation or despair, what risks are we willing to take, driven by the power of love? This is especially poignant during these trying times.”
“Working with John on this record was an absolute dream come true,” Faouzia said about the collaboration. “I've looked up to him since I was a child – he's truly a generational voice and an icon. I was honoured that he wanted to join me on this and truly can't imagine the song without him.”
“Minefields” adds to Faouzia’s impressive list of collaborations including “I Dare You (كنتحداك),”  with 3x GRAMMY Award-winning global superstar Kelly Clarkson, “I Fly” with chart-topping DJ duo Galantis featured on the hit soundtrack, SCOOB! THE ALBUM and “Battle” which was found on David Guetta’s chart-topping smash album, 7.
Faouzia recently signed with Atlantic Records and made her major label debut earlier this year with her extraordinary EP, STRIPPED. The six-song project is highlighted by intimate versions of the fan-favorite tracks, “Tears of Gold” and “Born Without A Heart,” along with the powerful new single, “100 Bandaids.”

ABOUT FAOUZIA:
When Faouzia (pronounced FOH-ZE-UH) steps up to a microphone, a mile-deep delivery emanates from her 5’2” frame lifted by Arabic trills informed from Moroccan heritage, lifelong pop reverence culled during a childhood in Canada, and diligence indebted to over a decade of classical training. This collision of cultures, eras, and styles asserts the trilingual 20-year-old singer, songwriter, and multi-instrumentalist as a fresh force for popular music and culture affirmed by millions of views and streams, and acclaim courtesy of Billboard, Idolator, Ladygunn, Ones To Watch, and more within only just a few years. Faouzia transmits a message as robust, real, and relatable as her voice is. “I’d love for listeners to get what they need from my voice,” says Faouzia, “If they feel healed or happy, that would be amazing. I hope it’s a safe place for them. I’m just a normal girl trying to be the best version of myself and help others do the same. I care a lot.” Speaking on her unique voice, Faouzia says: “It’s always funny to see people’s reactions when I start singing,” she smiles, “I’m glad I’ve got this oxymoron combination of a big voice and a little body. I always push myself because of it. When I was growing up, I often felt as if I wasn’t being listened to—like a ghost. Then, I would sing, and everybody would stop and listen. Now, I’ve got a message I want everyone to listen to.”
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
