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19-year-old Atlantic Records rapper Kevo Muney fulfilled his vow to “bring soul back to rap” in December with the release of his mixtape, BABY G.O.A.T. The tape also sparked a viral moment online for its radical cover art (pictured above), which had both DJ Akademiks and WorldStarHipHop suggesting it was “the best mixtape cover art of the year.” Following his explosive performance in New York last night opening for Chief Keef, Kevo celebrates his NYC debut with today’s release of his powerful new single, “Leave Some Day,” after a snippet of the track went viral on his socials. As a die-hard NBA fan who also plays ball (watch Kevo sink a shot on legendary actor Adam Sandler here), the song is also accompanied by an official video that honors Kobe and Gianna Bryant. “’Leave Some Day” (produced by Real Red) means coming to reality and accepting and understanding that we unfortunately all have to leave here at some point,” says Kevo. “It’s not just another pain record, it’s a story about people out there who may think that life is always great and that they’ll be here forever. But that’s far from the truth- we all must prepare ourselves to ‘Leave Some Day.’” 

“On God (Feat. BlocBoy JB)” from BABY G.O.A.T. premiered via Complex in December, and Kevo’s mixtape also includes the hit singles, “Everythang Changed,” “Crying Out Loud,” and “Testimony.” 

Kevo Muney has earned acclaim and radio play in his native Memphis for bringing soul back into hip-hop. The youngest child of eight siblings, Muney grew up in one of the toughest neighborhoods in South Memphis. He first tapped into his growing talent by releasing freestyles on Facebook, rapping over any random beats he found on YouTube. A string of street mixtapes drew underground attention before 2017’s “I Grind (Feat. King Arti)” proved his local breakthrough. 
Muney has spent considerable time on stage in recent months, supporting stars such as Chief Keef, Kevin Gates and Gunna and blowing away fans at Memphis’ famed Beale Street Music Festival. In addition, Kevo has received shout outs from the likes of Tay Keith, BlocBoy JB, and others, with Memphis hip-hop legend Don Trip declaring him “a breath of fresh air” in the Memphis scene and inviting him to collaborate on his “Where I Come From (Feat. Kevo Muney).” Before Baby G.O.A.T., Kevo released Who Am I: Reloaded, whose tracks have accumulated 20 million views on YouTube. Surely this is just the beginning for the young rapper.
