Neon Gold/Atlantic recording artist Matt Maeson has announced the release of his eagerly awaited debut album. Bank On The Funeral arrives on Friday, April 5th. 

Bank On The Funeral is heralded by today’s premiere of “Beggar’s Song” and its companion video streaming now on the acclaimed singer-songwriter’s official YouTube channel HERE. The video was shot entirely on 16mm film and captures a retro vibe inspired by filmmakers like Alejandro Jodorowski, Sergio Leone, and Akira Kurosawa. One of the most arresting tracks on Bank On The Funeral, “Beggar’s Song” begins in hushed guitar tones and softly pleading vocals, then unfolds into a stubbornly hopeful epic with gospel-like intensity. “I wrote ‘Beggar’s Song’ when I was broke and hungover at SXSW, and everybody was partying and I was just over it,” Maeson remembers. “It’s about spending the last two years on the road and what that’s felt like—that line ‘I’m a beat-down, washed-up son of a bitch’ has definitely been true on multiple occasions.”
Maeson will introduce the world to Bank On The Funeral with an epic live schedule that includes a headline tour as well as a support run alongside NEEDTOBREATHE, the latter trek beginning tomorrow in Evansville, IN (see dates below). Headline dates then get underway April 17th at Denver, CO’s Larimer Lounge. A number of radio-sponsored events are also slated – for complete details, please visit www.mattmaeson.com  
Hailed by American Songwriter for “(creating) a sound unlike much else out there,” Maeson made his Neon Gold/Atlantic debut with 2017’s WHO KILLED MATT MAESON, highlighted by the powerhouse singles, “Tribulation“ and “Cringe,” both available now at all DSPs and streaming services. “Cringe” proved a breakthrough, earning over 600,000 streams in its first month alone, driving the track to #12 on Spotify’s “US Viral 50” chart as well as #17 on the “Global Viral 50” ranking. “Cringe” also climbed to #7 at AAA radio and is nearing the top 40 at Alternative radio. “Cringe“ is streaming now at Maeson’s official YouTube channel.
Maeson returned in 2018 with the extraordinary six-track EP, THE HEARSE, available for streaming and download HERE. The acclaimed EP includes three songs – “Hallucinogenics,” “Put It On Me,” and “The Hearse“ – joined by a trilogy of companion videos that collectively form a powerful narrative short film. All three videos can be viewed now at Maeson’s official YouTube channel HERE.

Matt Maeson has been on a remarkable journey all his life. The Chesapeake Bay, VA-native grew up on tour, traveling and performing with his parents’ prison ministry at maximum-security penitentiaries across America. His experiences – which include winning over crowds of naked women and Hells Angels at the world-famous Sturgis Motorcycle Rally in South Dakota – inspired him to begin writing songs, spare and powerful confessionals infused with additional strength via his raw, soulful vocal approach. 

Maeson posted his first songs online in late 2015 and immediately drew attention as a major new songwriting voice. In summer 2016, Maeson embarked on his first US headline tour, presented by Communion, the influential artists’ collective co-founded by Mumford and Sons’ Ben Lovett and responsible for kickstarting the careers of such like-minded artists as Ben Howard, Michael Kiwanuka, and Catfish & The Bottlemen. Since then, Maeson has continued to live much of his life on the road, touring alongside artists like Jaymes Young, Bishop Briggs, and Vallis Alps while also lighting up on his own at such top festivals as Bonnaroo, Lollapalooza, Forecastle, and more.
