Acclaimed singer-songwriter-producer Jaymes Young has shared an official remix of his viral smash, “Infinity.” The “Infinity (PRETTY YOUNG Remix)” – which sees the worldwide hit reimagined by Stockholm, SW-based electronic artist PRETTY YOUNG (Kanye West) – is available now at all DSPs and streaming services. 

First heard on Young’s breakthrough 2017 debut album, FEEL SOMETHING, “Infinity” has proven an unstoppable sensation in recent months, now boasting more than 430M worldwide streams and over 50M views via YouTube. “Infinity” has also ruled at TikTok, becoming the #1 song on the Viral Chart with more than 3.3M video creations and over 9.6B video views to date. With more than 2.2M Shazams to date, “Infinity” is also currently the #5 on the platform’s Global Chart and #1 on the Alternative Chart. 
The “Infinity (PRETTY YOUNG Remix)” follows Young’s own autumnal rework of the track, “Infinity (Piano Version).” The intimate rendition is joined by an official visualizer, streaming HERE.

The explosive popularity of “Infinity” follows the success of Jaymes’ RIAA gold-certified single, “Happiest Year,” which has earned more than 375M global streams and over 1.6M TikTok videos since its July 2019 premiere; the song’s official video has racked up more than 50M individual views via YouTube, and over 1.8M video creations on TikTok.
With over 900M worldwide streams and counting, FEEL SOMETHING struck an intense and intimate chord with listeners worldwide upon its 2017 release. Highlighted by the RIAA gold-certified single, “I’ll Be Good,” the album received critical acclaim from publications including Rolling Stone, who declared Young an “Artist You Need to Know,” praising his “serious musical range” and noting, “The Seattle-bred musician deftly maneuvers between slick electro-pop, dance floor drops, and hip-hop beats.” Entertainment Weekly applauded FEEL SOMETHING for its “moody electro aesthetic” and “swirling, smoothed-out beats,” while Billboard simply raved, “The sentiment behind (Young’s) music centers on the idea of embracing all your feelings instead of running away from them. On FEEL SOMETHING, Young confronts those emotions head on with his impressionistic lyrics, and eclectic productions that pull in listeners.”
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
