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PAOLO NUTINI PAYS HOMAGE TO NEW ORLEANS’

HISTORIC PRESERVATION HALL WITH NEW LIVE EP;

FOUR-SONG COLLECTION ARRIVES ONLINE ON MARCH 2ND;

LIMITED EDITION PHYSICAL RELEASE TO BE AVAILABLE

FOR ANNUAL “RECORD STORE DAY” FESTIVITIES ON APRIL 17TH
Atlantic recording artist Paolo Nutini has announced details of his upcoming new EP.  “PAOLO NUTINI – RECORDED LIVE AT PRESERVATION HALL” will be available via all online retailers on March 2nd.

Recorded last year at the historic New Orleans venue, the four-track EP features renditions of songs originally found on the Scottish-born troubadour’s acclaimed second album, “SUNNY SIDE UP.”  Among the highlights are all-new takes on such favorites as “Pencil Full Of Lead,” “Coming Up Easy,” “High Hopes,” and the worldwide hit single, “Candy.”

In addition to the digital-only release, a very special Limited Edition of “PAOLO NUTINI – RECORDED LIVE AT PRESERVATION HALL” will be made available for physical release on April 17th in honor of “Record Store Day,” the annual celebration of the unique culture surrounding over 700 independently owned record stores in the USA, and hundreds of similar stores internationally. What’s more, Nutini is among the stars contributing tracks to the recently released charity anthology, “PRESERVATION:  AN ALBUM TO BENEFIT PRESERVATION HALL AND THE PRESERVATION HALL MUSIC OUTREACH PROGRAM.”  The compilation – which also features such icons as Tom Waits, Merle Haggard, and Dr. John – sees Paolo joining the legendary Preservation Hall Jazz Band for a stunning performance of the Harold Arlen/Ted Koehler standard, “Between The Devil and The Deep Blue Sea.”

Nutini is currently getting set for a series of European dates, including two sold-out shows at London’s famed Royal Albert Hall on April 8th and 9th.  He’ll follow those eagerly anticipated concerts with a major May/June tour of Germany alongside Pink.

 “SUNNY SIDE UP” has proven a phenomenal success, both here and around the world.  The album debuted at #1 in the UK upon its release last June and then returned to the top of the charts in January, making it the country’s first #1 of 2010 and the biggest selling album of the new decade thus far. This achievement marks the third time that “SUNNY SIDE UP” has reached #1 and puts Nutini among a select group of artists to do so including the Kings Of Leon.
 The collection – a Brit Award nominee for “Album of the Year” – was the UK’s third biggest selling album of 2009 making Nutini the biggest selling male artist of 2009, with sales earning 3x-platinum certification.

Along with its popular success, “SUNNY SIDE UP” earned praise from critics both here and abroad: “(Nutini) has made a leap of Olympic proportions,” raved Jim Farber in the New York Daily News. “In both breadth of genres, and maturity of perspective, it sounds more like a fourth effort than a second…If Nutini can communicate all that ache and beauty at 22, imagine all that can come from him next.”  “Nutini’s gravelly voice recalls…that of such singers as Otis Redding,” noted Billboard, “and the soulful sounds of the American South pulse through his music.”  People saluted Nutini for “stretching out stylistically” while “(continuing) to show a flair for music from way before his time.”
