Rising Canadian singer/songwriter/multi-instrumentalist Faouzia has officially announced the release of her eagerly awaited new single - “You Don’t Even Know Me” - available today at all DSPs and streaming services HERE. “You Don’t Even Know me is a reminder to myself and to everyone who hears this song that there are very few people that truly know who you are,” says Faouzia, “The negative opinions of others and the rumors that surround you ultimately mean nothing. You just need to take it with a grain of salt and keep being yourself because no matter what you do, people will have false perceptions of you.” 
With millions of streams and a wide array of international press attention, Faouzia is already a milestone artist, acclaimed as a fresh new force in both music and popular culture.  Born in Morocco but raised in Manitoba, Canada, the trilingual 19-year-old singer/songwriter/multi-instrumentalist began playing piano at the age of six, soon adding guitar and violin to her growing skill set. Working from a stunning range of influences – spanning Chopin to Beyoncé to legendary Egyptian singer Umm Kulthum – Faouzia began singing songs of her own, immediately earning millions of streams and major radio play with her first independent single. After winning several local and national competitions, she went on to win top prize honors from both the Nashville-based Unsigned Only and International Songwriting Competition.
2018 saw Faouzia drawing international attention with “Battle (Feat. Faouzia),” found on David Guetta’s chart-topping smash album, 7. Indeed, her own independent releases drew further critical acclaim, with Ones To Watch hailing “Faouzia’s innate gift for songwriting” and “powerhouse vocals.” “If you’ve been starved for a female vocal with more depth than just the popcrush candy-types we’ve been hearing for the last year, then look no further,” raved LADYGUNN. “Faouzia’s voice has a depth that gushes emotions in every word she utters.”

“I’d love for listeners to hear what they need from my music,” says Faouzia. “Whether it’s a dose of happiness or healing or even a sad song that they can relate to, I want my music to be a safe place.”

ABOUT FAOUZIA: When Faouzia steps up to a microphone, a mile-deep delivery emanates from her 5’2” frame lifted by Arabic trills informed from Moroccan heritage, lifelong pop reverence culled during a childhood in Canada, and diligence indebted to over a decade of classical training. This collision of cultures, eras, and styles asserts the trilingual 19-year-old singer, songwriter, and multi-instrumentalist as a fresh force for popular music and culture affirmed by millions of views and streams, and acclaim courtesy of LadyGunn, Ones To Watch, and more within only two years. On her 2019 debut, she transmits a message as robust, real, and relatable as her voice is. “I’d love for listeners to get what they need from my voice,” says Faouzia, “If they feel healed or happy, that would be amazing. I hope it’s a safe place for them. I’m just a normal girl trying to be the best version of myself and help others do the same. I care a lot.” Speaking on her unique voice, Faouzia says: “It’s always funny to see people’s reactions when I start singing,” she smiles, “I’m glad I’ve got this oxymoron combination of a big voice and a little body. I always push myself because of it. When I was growing up, I often felt as if I wasn’t being listened to—like a ghost. Then, I would sing, and everybody would stop and listen. Now, I’ve got a message I want everyone to listen to.”
