Earlier this week, gnash launched his highly anticipated North American the broken hearts club tour to a sold out crowd in Santa Ana with special guests Carlie Hanson, Guardin, and Mallrat.  The tour is set to hit a number of major cities throughout the U.S. in January and February including Nashville, New York, Chicago, and San Francisco, and will wrap up in Los Angeles on Friday, February 8th.
