Global pop sensation Noa Kirel has shared a dancefloor-ready new remix of her breakthrough English-language debut single, “Please Don’t Suck,” reworked for clubs around the world by Grammy-winning Dutch DJ Afrojack and Miami-based house duo Black V Neck. The “Please Don’t Suck (Afrojack x Black V Neck Remix)” is available now at all DSPs and streaming services HERE. 
“I always love hearing a fresh interpretation of my music,” Noa told Dancing Astronaut. “Afrojack and Black V Neck have taken ‘Please Don’t Suck’ to a whole new place and I love it!”
Co-written by Kirel and produced by multi-platinum production duo The Monarch (Justin Bieber, Kelly Clarkson), “Please Don’t Suck“ dropped earlier this summer via Atlantic Records. The instant earworm – which flips the classic melody of “Mr. Sandman” into a candy-coated bop – is accompanied by an eye-popping official music video, directed by Jake Wilson (Cher, Lizzo) with iconic choreography by the legendary Sean Bankhead (Beyoncé, Britney Spears, Miley Cyrus). Hailed by Variety as a “hot pink-themed, ponytailed, dance-heavy video poking fun at lame guys,” “Please Don’t Suck” has swiftly drawn nearly 24M views via YouTube HERE; an exclusive behind-the-scenes look at the video is now streaming HERE. 
“Please Don’t Suck” has quickly earned critical applause from E! News, ET Canada and more along with over 53K Creates on TikTok thus far. Noa also recently stunned on the cover of L’Officiel Arabia. As a showstopping vocalist, clever lyricist, dynamic dancer, and scene-stealing actress, Israeli pop superstar Noa Kirel presents a different kind of story for popular music and culture. Cited by The Hollywood Reporter as “Israel’s biggest pop star,” she has emerged as an influential and inspirational force. Growing up in a suburb of Tel Aviv, Noa was born with one kidney, developing a will to endure at a young age. The youngest of three kids, she gravitated towards dance at just three-years-old, taking classes and studying the artform. Organically, she sang and penned music of her own inspired by multi-hyphenates such as Beyoncé and Jennifer Lopez. At 14-years-old, she unveiled her debut single “Medabrim” (“Talking”) and exploded as a phenomenon in Israel. Successive Hebrew-language smashes followed such as “Million Dollar, “Pouch,” “BLING BLING,” and more. In 2018, in between picking up the MTV EMA in the category of “Best Israeli Act” four consecutive years in a row, she joined the panel on Israel’s Got Talent as the youngest judge in the show’s worldwide history. Like most Israeli 18-year-olds, Noa enlisted in the Israeli Defense Force (IDF) in 2020 and by the end of the year, she impressively landed a deal with Atlantic Records as well as a feature film produced by Picturestart. At the same time, she grew her brand across the board as the face of Samsung, Fila, Mac, and Keff in Israel. Now at just 20-years-old, she is expanding her vision yet again with her English-language debut single “Please Don’t Suck” and more new music on the way.
