Self-described “singer, songwriter, producer, multi-instrumentalist, and huge f*ckin dork,” corook [pronounced ‘co-rook’] has shared her newest single, “degree,” which she has two of! Following recently released singles, “sims” and “bad friend,” the rising alt-pop artist has also announced the arrival of her debut achoo! EP out Friday, March 4th. Leveling up on “degree,” the Nashville-based musician delivers a comedic take on today’s college experience, hysterically narrated through an incredibly awkward job interview and conversation with her father. “I graduated from the most prestigious contemporary music college in the whole world, and after graduating became a cashier at CVS for three years,” says corook. “I have a shit ton of student loan debt, as do most millennials. The only way I know how to cope with the gravity of the situation is to make a funny song out of it. So, one day all my roommates were gone and I thought, ‘I have the whole house to myself. How weird can I get?’ I hope people listen to it and feel like - um, fuck yeah, I’m broke. It’s the system. It’s not me. I’m doing my best.”

Creating an undeniably genre-busting sound all her own, corook uses her visuals to tackle the deeply personal themes in her music through a unique, quirky and humorous lens. Her unforgettable debut single “sims” fuses 64-bit bleeps and bloops with a head-nodding beat, glitchy guitar, and clever lyrics in both English and Simlish. Co-written with Caroline Pennell (Demi Lovato, Hailee Steinfeld, Selena Gomez) and Lauren Aquilina (Demi Lovato, Olivia O’Brien, Ava Max) and self-produced by corook, the queer up-and-comer becomes an actual Sim in the song’s cheeseball-infused video – watch HERE.
