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Singer-songwriter Knox releases his eagerly awaited new single, “Love Letter” today, which was heralded by a series of hugely popular TikTok teasers that have earned almost 3M views. Listen HERE! 
“‘Love Letter”’ is the story of a girl who is heartbroken,” says Knox. “Love let her do so many things but at the end of the day it let her down just like always. All the love letters he left for her she now burns away as she picks up the pieces and moves on. This is a song of redemption and an arena filling anthem.”
Produced by billion-streaming hit producers Will Carlson (Harbour, Bilmuri, Summer Hoop) and Jason Strong (Salem Ilese, Arden Jones), “Love Letter” follows Knox’s recently released debut EP, How to Lose a Girl in 7 Songs, available now HERE. The vibrant EP includes such tracks as the 20M+ streaming viral breakthrough, “Sneakers,” and “NYC,” the latter joined by an official music video streaming HERE following its exclusive broadcast premiere on MTV Live, MTVU, and MTV Biggest Pop.
Hailing from Dayton, Ohio, 25-year-old Knox has dreamed of creating music since he picked up a guitar his freshmen year of college. After falling in love with music, Knox made the decision to drop out of college and move to Nashville to pursue a career in music. There he swiftly found his footing as a songwriter, signing a publishing deal and writing for an array of artists including John Harvie Lanie Gardner, Games We Play, SMRTDEATH, 90’s Kids, Noah Urrea, Linsey Urrea, and Arrows In Action. 
Struck with the urge to record his own collection of songs, Knox signed with Atlantic Records in 2022 and quickly dropped How to Lose a Girl in 7 Songs. Knox accompanied his energetic tracks with self-made TikTok videos, with one featuring “Sneakers” amassing nearly 2M views overnight.

Having conquered the studio and social media (currently boasting over 300K combined followers), Knox hit the road, headlining a show in Nashville and supporting such like-minded acts as The Band Camino and Boys Like Girls. Additional dates will be announced soon.

“I’m six states away from home and there’s a thousand people in the audience that are singing the song that I wrote with my friends in my bedroom,” Knox says. “And that’s when it gets you, when you see real people genuinely connecting to something that I made with my best friends. It’s the most unreal feeling in the world.”
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
