Euphoric pop trio Blusher is back with their new single, “Backbone,” available now via Atlantic Records at all DSPs and streaming services HERE. Fueled by detailed production, a pulsing bassline, and dynamic gang vocals that convey a whole emotional spectrum, the irresistibly energetic anthem is joined by an exceptionally choreographed, 70s-inspired official music video premiering today at YouTube HERE.

“‘Backbone’ is about the powerful aftermath of a heartbreak,” says Blusher, “the part where your friends listen to you cry, support you with chocolate and partying, and help you to recover. We wanted to sing about the way that heartbreak can strengthen and empower friendships. It’s a fiery, energetic love song to the friends who have your back through it all. ‘Backbone’ is aptly named, its themes of power, confidence and deep friendship are the foundation of our band. This song is very special to us.”
“Backbone” follows the recent release of the Melbourne, AU-based trio’s acclaimed sophomore single,  “Dead End,” available for streaming and download HERE. Hailed by Billboard as “a crystal-clear pop experience with a chewy bassline and dreamy melodies,” the shimmery smash racked up over 100K worldwide streams in its first week alone, as well as high profile media attention from the likes of NME, Uproxx, and more. “Dead End” arrived alongside an official music video streaming HERE.

Blusher – who recently rocked stages across Australia supporting Norwegian pop superstar Aurora – will be among the rising stars appearing at Brighton, England’s annual showcase event, The Great Escape, set for May 10-13. Additional live dates will be announced soon.  

Founded with a mission to make sparkly, synth-driven pop for all the girls in the club bathroom, Blusher is a band in the truest sense – Miranda Ward, Lauren Coutts, and Jade Ingvarson-Favretto not only write and produce together, they also share vocals and swap instruments freely, utilizing their individual experiences cutting their teeth as solo artists. Officially introduced during a Zoom writing camp in late 2021, the Melbourne-based musicians proved instantly compatible, writing and recording what would be their 2022 debut single, “Softly Spoken.” The track made a huge splash, its critical and popular success leading to Blusher joining the legendary Atlantic Records roster. The trio set to work right away, spending late 2022 recording tracks like “Dead End” and “Backbone,” both laser focused on female friendship and inspired by the dance floor catharsis of heroes like Robyn, Kesha, the Black Eyed Peas, and MGMT. Now with more new music to come, Blusher are ready to light up the night everywhere they go.  
“It was fun to think of the three female protagonists in this storyline of the troublemaker, the party animal and the wide-eyed romantic,” says Jade Ingvarson-Favretto. “We wanted to write hard-hitting, confidence-building pop, the kind you listen to when you’re getting ready for a night out.”
