Nashville-based, Atlantic recording group Betcha has released their latest high-energy banger, “Closer to the Sun” – now available at all DSPs and streaming services HERE. The new track showcases the rock band’s irresistible chemistry and energy alongside their critically-acclaimed songwriting and musicianship. “Closer to the Sun” arrives today alongside a hilarious official companion video which premiered today on Bring The Noise with the outlet calling the visual “brilliant.” Watch the new video now on the band’s official YouTube channel HERE.

“The song actually came together pretty quickly,” says lead vocalist Charlie Greene, “We were writing with our good friend Nick Bailey - he came in with the line “Closer to the Sun” and I immediately connected with it. The melody for the chorus came first and had this massive rock energy that’s shaped the rest of the song. I think we tracked like 4-5 guitar hooks for the song and narrowed it down to one for the record. It was actually the last song written for our next project, I think we wrote it only a few weeks prior to hitting the studio.”

On making the video, Greene recalls, “When we found out it was going to be the next single, I immediately started brainstorming ideas for the music video. I was out walking around and noticed the birds flying above. It started putting ideas into my mind about flight and actually being ‘closer to the sun.’ Eventually I landed at the idea of turning into a bird. I hit up our director Joey Brodnax and pitched him the idea. We started fitting all the pieces together and created the rest of the guys characters that would help me become an actual bird.”
“Closer to the Sun” follows the band’s summer anthem “July” which was produced by Nick Furlong (blink-182, WALK THE MOON, All Time Low, 5 Seconds of Summer). Earlier this summer, the band dropped the track’s captivating video which first premiered via Alt Press, with the outlet heralding the single as an “undeniably catchy rock tune [that’s] perfect for summer playlists that still need a little bit of edge and a heavy dose of rock grit.”  
“July” arrived fresh off the heels of the fantastic track “If That’s Alright” which was joined by an energetic companion video, featuring a cameo by Briston Maroney. Written by Betcha with producer Brian Phillips (blink-182, Saint Motel), “If That’s Alright” was met by effusive applause from the likes of Billboard, which named it one of “20 Great Songs To Discover While You're Quarantined,” writing, “The uber-catchy ‘If That’s Alright’ will have you dreaming of sunnier days.” The “upbeat, undeniably catchy” “If That’s Alright” “maintains its rock-infused heart, while also merging in elements of pop,” raved Ones To Watch, adding simply, “Betcha is an electric reminder of why we love rock.”
These latest releases followed Betcha’s acclaimed debut EP, FALLING. FALLING includes fan favorites such as “Lucy Lucy,” “Coincidental,” and the ebullient title track, the later of which was recently featured on The CW’s smash series, Riverdale. In addition, all three tracks are joined by official music videos, streaming now via YouTube HERE. 

Known for an irrepressible stage presence honed on countless local stages and national tours alongside such like-minded acts as Kaleo, NEEDTOBREATHE, and Judah The Lion, Betcha hope to return to the road later this year. The band recently performed live in their trusty touring van for Jam In The Van’s “Jam In YOUR Van” fundraiser, with proceeds benefitting the Sweet Relief Musician Fund’s COVID-19 Fund. Betcha – Charlie Greene (vocals, guitar), Ben Booth (lead guitar), Taylor Dubray (bass, keys), and Chase Wofford (drums) – first united at Nashville’s Belmont University, winning a school-sponsored “Battle of the Bands” whilst still known as Wilder. Fueled by support from GRAMMY® Award-winning producer Jacquire King (Kings of Leon, Kaleo), the band recorded a series of demos that ultimately saw them signed to the legendary Atlantic Records roster. In 2018, they rechristened themselves as Betcha – an amalgamation of the first letters of each member’s name (Ben, Taylor, Charlie, and Chase) – and moved into a shared house in Nashville where they still hang out, writing, recording, and pushing their unique strain of 21st century rock music further than ever before.
