Nigerian Afrofusion singer/songwriter Burna Boy has released the official music video for track “Monsters You Made” (Feat. Chris Martin), taken from his recently released critically acclaimed fifth studio album, TWICE AS TALL. Watch the moving music video, featuring Burna Boy and Chris Martin HERE. 

The video opens with the voice of Ebikabowei "Boyloaf" Victor-Ben, former Commander of the Movement for the Emancipation of the Niger Delta (MEND), mirroring a glaring, naked and bitter reminder that the Niger Delta region of Nigeria is still in crisis.

Chris Martin's hauntingly poignant voice is introduced and in its graphic state, says, "Calling me a monster, calling us fake, You make the minotaur the dinosaur wake. Calling me a monster, just ‘cause we say No way, no way, no way."

Shot in Lagos, Nigeria by a conglomerate of film directors, Meji Alabi, JM films and Clarence Peters, the video depicts the resultant anarchy based on years of deprivation of people who exist in the land of plenty. 

Burna Boy brings the messages in the video home with a sample from the resounding 1987 interview with Ghanaian poet, Ama Ata Aidoo: “Since we met you people 500 years ago, look at us. We've given everything. You are still taking. In exchange for that, we have got nothing...nothing. And you know it. To the question asked: ''Don't you think it's over now?” Aidoo's reply is scathing. “Over?” She baulks. “Over where?”

To this, the Afrofusion star says: ''We're still on the losing side to this day. We're still giving and to this day we have nothing in return. It's a truth that needs to be told. Everyone wants to come and sugarcoat it and try to be politically correct. Me, I'm not doing that no more"

With this video, Burna Boy blanks out any form of noise, allows the 'musical beast' to take over and makes his supremely catchy music video as a true global citizen. 

TWICE AS TALL, released earlier this month, debuted at #1 on Billboard's World Albums chart and currently sits at #52 on the Billboard 200 and #128 on Rolling Stone's Top 500 Artists Chart. This is Burna Boy's highest-ever appearance on the chart, with a total of 14.8 million US streams between August 14th and August 20th. With over 78.2 million streams in the first week of its release, TWICE AS TALL became the #1 album on Apple music in 48 countries. Presently, it has crossed over a 100 million streams across all platforms.

Alongside the album, Burna Boy has also introduced his official comic book “The Secret Flame.” Narrated by his grandfather Benson Idonije (veteran broadcaster/journalist/music critic and former band manager of the legendary Fela Kuti), the animated comic (available here) follows Burna Boy through a spiritual journey of discovering oneself while highlighting the very moments that brought him to where he’s standing tall today. “TWICE AS TALL is the album about a period of time in my life. It’s the album about the struggle for freedom. It’s the album about life in general, real life, good times, bad times, happy times, sad times, great times," says Burna Boy. 

Executive produced by Sean “Diddy” Combs, Bosede Ogulu and Damini “Burna Boy” Ogulu, TWICE AS TALL, sees notable features from Senegal’s Youssou N’dour, Naughty By Nature, Kenyan band Sauti Sol, Chris Martin of Coldplay and Stormzy with additional appearances from LeriQ, Telz, P2J, Rexxie, Timbaland, Mike Dean, Anderson .Paak and Mario Winans. 

The album, mostly recorded in Lagos during the COVID-19 pandemic, is a beautiful mélange of sounds. 11 of the 15 tracks were produced by Nigerian producers, 8 of which are from the Spaceship Collective. 

The album’s first single “Wonderful” (produced by Telz) earned widespread praise from several outlets including Rolling Stone, Pitchfork, TIME,  Entertainment Weekly and many more. Burna described the song as being “about the ‘wonders' of seeing the impact of my music on people's lives while touring, and it also serves as a note that no matter how far you go, or how hard you work; you must be ready to come home. Above all, Africa is home, it is the motherland to all people.”

After a recent conversation with Burna Boy, The New York Times went on to declare him as “a leader amid a bounty of new African pop,” before going on to make it clear that “Burna Boy hasn’t diluted his African heritage to reach his global audience. Instead, he has placed an unmistakably African stamp on music drawn from all around Africa and from across the African diaspora.”

Throughout TWICE AS TALL, Burna Boy takes stock of his accomplishments, his vulnerabilities and at the same time encourages ambition and perseverance in the face of uncertainty and against all odds. While this album is a pure, unapologetic African body of work, it boasts of a global contemporary sound that is for everyone. For the “African Giant” this project is a product of a potpourri of emotions and he is now standing “twice as tall.”
