Canvasback Music/Atlantic recording artists Grouplove have released their new version of Tom Petty’s classic “Wildflowers.” The track – which premiered last month as part of the annual Tom Petty Birthday Bash on SiriusXM’s Tom Petty Radio – is available now at all DSPs and streaming services HERE.

“Wildflowers” follows last month’s release of Grouplove’s powerful single, “Broken Angel.” Written by Grouplove and produced by Foxygen’s Jonathan Rado (The Killers, Weyes Blood), the track was originally released as a 12” picture disc for Record Store Day 2020 backed by “Trip On Me.” Proceeds from “Broken Angel” benefit The Pittsburgh Foundation’s Mac Miller Fund. Created to carry on Miller's artistic and creative legacy, The Mac Miller Fund supports programming, resources and opportunities to youth from underserved communities, helping them recognize their full potential through exploration in the arts and community building.
“Broken Angel” followed the release of Grouplove’s acclaimed fourth studio album, Healer, earlier this year. Hailed by SPIN as “a masterpiece,” the album includes the singles, “Youth,” “Inside Out,” and the top 5 Alternative Radio favorite, “Deleter,” all of which are joined by official companion videos directed by award-winning cinematographer Chris Blauvelt (Meek’s Cutoff, Mid90s) and streaming now via the Los Angeles-based band’s official YouTube channel HERE.

The first band in the U.S. to be certified climate positive by the United Nations, Grouplove have followed Healer with a number of exclusive releases including an official cover of Robyn’s classic anthem, “Dancing On My Own.” This fall also saw the previously unreleased “Hardware Store” featured on the limited edition Bandcamp compilation, Good Music to Avert The Collapse of American Democracy, raising $250,000 for Fair Fight to combat voter suppression. In addition, the band recently posted “Shout Shout Shout,” hailed by Billboard as a “wonderfully raw, never-before-heard demo” and benefitting Campaign Zero, an organization fighting to end police brutality.
