Atlantic recording group Halestorm have announced today their new upcoming album, Vicious (see attached tracklist). The GRAMMY® Award-winning band’s fourth studio album, Vicious arrives at all music retailers and streaming services on Friday, July 27th.  The first single from Vicious, “Uncomfortable,” premiered this morning, and the video, directed by Evan Brace (Phantogram, Taking Back Sunday), is streaming here: https://atlanti.cr/uncomfortablevideo.
Recorded earlier this year at Nashville, TN’s Rock Falcon recording studio with producer Nick Raskulinecz (Foo Fighters, Alice In Chains, Rush), Vicious is available for pre-order beginning today at all DSPs and streaming services: https://Atlantic.lnk.to/ViciousPR. All pre-orders are joined by an instant download of “Uncomfortable.”
Halestorm will discuss the upcoming album in several live events tomorrow, May 31st. The band will first participate in a Facebook Live interview with hard rock and heavy metal site Loudwire.  Tune in to https://www.facebook.com/LoudWire/at 12:45 PM ET.  Next, Huffington Post Managing Editor of Culture Lauren Moraski will host an interview and live Q&A as part of the BUILD Series at 3:30 PM ET (tune in at buildseries.com), followed by “An Intimate Evening of Music & Conversation with Halestorm” at New York City’s Sony Hall. Presented by BackStory Events, that concert will include a long-form interview by journalist and founder of the Women's International Music Network, Laura B. Whitmore, audience questions, and an exclusive performance. The sold-out event will be streamed live via the official Guitar World YouTube channel beginning at 7 pm ET. 
Deluxe album packages are available for pre-order exclusively at the band’s official webstore, including the new album on standard vinyl, plus a limited edition opaque purple colored double vinyl with enhanced cover art and bonus tracks, limited to 1500 units worldwide. Also exclusively available at the webstore are a limited edition t-shirt, dog tag necklace, autographed poster, and a free album cover magnet with physical album purchase while supplies last.

Halestorm will embark on the second leg of their milestone U.S. tour showcasing all female-fronted hard rock bands. The dates – once again co-headlined by Roadrunner/Atlantic group In This Moment – get underway July 27th at Kansas City, MO’s SEC Arena and then travel through the end of August (see attached itinerary). Support throughout the trek comes from special guests New Year’s Day. The tour will include stops at a number of upcoming festivals and state fairs, including Oshkosh, WI’s Rock USA (July 12th), Cadott, WI’s Rock Fest (July 13th), Dubuque, IA’s Dubuque County Fair (July 28th), and Springfield, IL’s Illinois State Fair (August 11th). Other highlights include a one-night-only event supporting Joan Jett & The Blackhearts – set for August 9th at Moorehead, MN’s Bluestem Amphitheater – as well as a free concert on Las Vegas, NV’s Fremont Street (August 25th). Widely acknowledged as one of the most vital and iconic bands in modern hard rock, Halestorm made a spectacular debut with 2009’s self-titled first LP, followed in 2012 by the blockbuster “THE STRANGE CASE OF…” – highlighted, of course, by the GRAMMY® Award-winning smash, “Love Bites (So Do I).”  Both of those albums went on to be certified RIAA Gold.
Halestorm’s acclaimed third album, “INTO THE WILD LIFE,” made a stunning top 5 debut on the SoundScan/Billboard 200 upon its April 2015 release while also entering Billboard’s “Top Hard Rock Albums” tally at #1 – both marking Halestorm’s highest chart placement to date. “INTO THE WILD LIFE” is highlighted by the record breaking smash “Apocalyptic,” which ascended to #1 at rock radio outlets nationwide, as well as the top 5 Active Rock favorite, “Amen” and “I Am The Fire.” Companion videos and much more can be found at Halestorm’s official YouTube channel, HalestormRocks.
