Atlantic Records has announced Jasmine Thompson as the latest member of its celebrated roster. The London-based singer/songwriter will make her label debut with the eagerly awaited new single, “Adore.” The track is available today at all worldwide DSPs. The new single – which heralds the 14-year-old artist’s much anticipated Atlantic Records debut EP, “ADORE,” slated for release later this summer – is accompanied by a stellar companion video clip, premiering today at her massive successful YouTube channel, www.youtube.com/user/TantrumJas.
“Adore” marks the first original release from Thompson, already a global phenomenon with over 250 million YouTube views of her extraordinary YouTube covers and chart-topping appearances on such international Top 10 hits as Robin Schulz’s smash “Sun Goes Down (Feat. Jasmine Thompson)” and German DJ Felix Jaehn’s “Ain’t Nobody (Loves Me Better)” remix. Her collaboration with German DJ/producer Robin Schulz on “Sun Goes Down (Feat. Jasmine Thompson)” received international gold and platinum certifications after Top 5 and Top 10 chart runs in Europe, Australia, and South America. “Jasmine's vocals on ‘Sun Goes Down’ were a perfect accompaniment to my production,” Schulz says. “Her voice has a global sensibility and the potential to reach the world." The “Sun Goes Down” companion video has racked up more than 77 million YouTube views. Felix Jaehn’s “Ain’t Nobody (Loves Me Better)” remix, a pan-European chart-topper upon its April 2015 release with over 14 million YouTube views, was inspired by Jasmine’s 2013 take on Rufus and Chaka Khan’s classic “Ain’t Nobody” that proved a Top 40 UK chart hit.

Jasmine Thompson became an online sensation from the moment she began posting her stunning reconstructions of pop’s biggest hits, with her haunting take on Passenger’s “Let Her Go” scoring close to 21.5 million views thus far. Thompson’s YouTube channel fast became an international favorite, earning her more than 1.3 million subscribers for covers including versions of Vance Joy’s “Riptide,” Ed Sheeran’s “Thinking Out Loud,” John Legend’s “All of Me,” Hozier’s “Take Me To Church,” and Wiz Khalifa Feat. Charlie Puth’s #1 blockbuster, “See You Again.”

With her self-released material having already sold over 1 million tracks worldwide with over 40 million streams, Thompson has spent much of 2015 preparing her major label debut EP, “ADORE.” Recorded in New York and Los Angeles, the all-original EP sees Thompson teaming with some of pop’s top tunesmiths, including Jesse Shatkin (Sia, Kelly Clarkson), Amy Wadge (Ed Sheeran), Josh Grant & Scott Harris (Shawn Mendes), and Emily Warren (Jessie J).
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
