Kevo Muney Bio 2021
20-year old Memphis rapper Kevo Muney has come a long way from busking on Memphis’ famed Beale Street. Receiving co-signs from heavyweights like Lil Baby, Chief Keef, Kevin Gates, Gunna, Tay Keith, BlocBoy JB and others, Kevo dubbed himself the “baby G.O.A.T.” His rapid-fire success is holding that title high. 

“I feel like being in a position where I am only 20 and making the music that I am making, I’m the youngest gun,” Muney says. “I already know there’s OGs in the game, and people willing to make their mark, so they the G.O.A.T. I let them have that title. I’m the Baby G.O.A.T,” he says, paying homage to the greats while asserting that he’s a cut above the rest.
Kevo dropped his Atlantic Records mixtape, BABY G.O.A.T., on December 13, 2019. The tape sparked a viral moment online for its radical cover art, which had both DJ Akademiks and WorldStarHipHop suggesting it was “the best mixtape cover art of the year.” 

Muney went on to release singles “Amen” (ft. Kevin Gates), “YES,” “2021,” and “Leave Some Day,” the later becoming viral, racking up over 30M Global streams since its February 2020 release and charting on Apple Music singles (all genres), US Spotify Viral Chart, Soundcloud Top 50 and US Shazam Top 200. 

An artist who has an undying passion for music, Kevo strives to bring “soul” back into hip-hop with all of his releases. He writes songs from a place of truth and authenticity– at times rooted in pain, other times, motivational. Growing up in one of the toughest neighborhoods in South Memphis, Kevo used the art form as a means of therapy to talk about his surroundings.
In his household of eight siblings, his mom mostly played blues, gospel, and R&B, which stuck with him. “She would play Bobby Womack, Marvin Gaye, Johnnie Taylor, and B.B. King.,” he remembers. “My momma let us listen to rap on our own time. But around her, it was strictly blues.”
Kevo recalls early memories of singing around the house at age 4. Between the ages of 8 and 10, Muney would walk from South Memphis to Beale Street to sing for money. He would busk for hours, eventually befriending the man who policed the street, allowing him to stay past midnight.

 

He tapped into his talent by releasing freestyles on Facebook, rapping over any random beats he could find on YouTube. People knew him as Kevo Muney because he started to market himself with a new shortened nickname around his friends. “Money is spelled M-O-N-E-Y. By me spelling it M-U-N-E-Y, I always remind myself: Who got money? You.” He says.

He further built his following releasing street mixtapes, containing underground favorites like Rehabilitation and Another World. “I Grind”, featuring King Arti, was his first song to pop in 2017, becoming popular among Memphis rap fans. Memphis hip-hop legend Don Trip declared him “a breath of fresh air.”
As someone who experienced hardships firsthand, Kevo is always giving back to the city that raised him. At his first performance at Beale Street Music Festival in 2019, he threw $5,000 to the crowd. He remembers when his favorite rappers would come into town, he wished they would throw a little money his way. To Kevo, $100 doesn’t mean much, but it means a lot to a kid who doesn’t have much.

Despite all of his early-on success, don’t expect Kevo Muney to rest on his laurels. He remains focused on taking his craft seriously and hopes fans will respect his dedication.

“When you hyped up, that means you lose being humble,” Muney says. “I don’t want to be hyped up. Just throw me out there and watch what I do.” 
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
