The track’s ingenious companion video has now drawn more than 10 million individual YouTube views thus far. In addition, “Genghis Khan” has just been honored with Britain’s D&AD Awards in the categories of “Direction For Music Videos” and “Choreography For Music Videos,” following up on a recent “Best Performer” triumph at the Berlin Music Video Awards.

Miike Snow – who are just wrapping up a popular North American summer headline tour – will hit the road again in September for some of their biggest US dates yet, including a much anticipated show at New York City’s famed Radio City Music Hall on Wednesday, September 28th (see attached itinerary). In the meantime, Miike Snow will cross the Atlantic for appearances at renowned international festivals in Austria, The Netherlands, Belgium, Germany, Switzerland, and France. The epic tour began with a sold out spring schedule highlighted by well-received Sunday sets at Indio, CA’s Coachella Valley Music and Arts Festival and then followed by an array of additional festival appearances including Irvine, CA’s KROQ Weenie Roast 2016, Durham, NC’s Moogfest, Gulf Shores, AL’s Hangout Music Festival, Boston, MA’s Boston Calling, New York City’s Governor’s Ball NYC Music Festival, Winter Park, CO’s Divide Music Festival, Chicago, IL’s Lollapalooza, and San Francisco, CA’s Outside Lands. Billboard declared the latter set to be among Outside Lands’ “11 Best Moments,” noting, “Producers Bloodshy & Avant and singer Andrew Wyatt provided the perfect sonic accompaniment for the ominous weather. What made this performance a highlight for the weekend was their introduction of various ambient electronic sounds that lifted and carried listeners within the bridge of tracks like ‘Black and Blue’ and ‘A Song For No One.’”
