With worldwide sales of more than 130 million albums and more than 173 million singles, Bruno Mars is one of the best-selling artists of all time. DOO-WOPS & HOOLIGANS marked the landmark debut of a remarkable new artist. The album – which peaked at #3 on the Billboard 200 – has gone on to achieve global album equivalent sales of 15.5 million. Now boasting more than 7.8 billion total streams, DOO-WOPS & HOOLIGANS is certified RIAA 6X platinum, the longest charting debut album on Top 200 and #4 longest running of all time.

Born Brandon Paak Anderson in Oxnard, California, as a teen he played drums in his church

band and later famously worked at a marijuana farm, all while honing his musical chops and in

pursuit of his dreams. And while shining glimpses of his extraordinary talent were evident in his

first incarnation as Breezy Lovejoy, it was fully realized in his transformation into Anderson

.Paak, with his debut album Venice and a stellar six-song run on Dr. Dre's certified Gold

COMPTON album, that stoked anticipation for what would be the perfect storm of his

sophomore release, 2016's Malibu with features by ScHoolboy Q, The Game, Talib Kweli, BJ

The Chicago Kid, and Rapsody, also with first-class production by 9th Wonder, Dem Jointz,

Robert Glasper, Kaytranada, Madlib, Hi-Tek, and more, the album was a sonic wonder, met with

universal rave reviews. 

.Paak won the 2016 Grulke Prize at South by Southwest, received Grammy nods for “Best New Artist” and “Best Urban Contemporary Album”, nods for the BET Hip Hop Award's “Best New Hip-Hop Artist” and the NME Award's “Best New Artist”, won the Soul Train Music Award's “Best New Artist”, “Album of the Year” at Gilles Peterson's 2016 Worldwide Awards in London, and Malibu was certified Gold in Europe. .Paak has also acquired an impressive list of collaborations including acts such as Mac Miller and Chance the Rapper, as well as a monster single in "Bubblin" that saw a Jimmy Kimmel Live! performance and won him his first GRAMMY for “Best Rap Performance” in 2019. 
.Paak released his highly regarded 2020 single “Lockdown” on Juneteenth. Inspiration for the song came from .Paak’s participation in a Los Angeles Black Lives Matter protest where peaceful protestors were being shot with rubber bullets by the police. A video directed by Dave Meyers featuring Andra Day, Jay Rock, Syd, SiR, Dumbfoundead & Dominic Fike. 

In October 2020, .Paak was named as Vans’ first ever Global Music Ambassador. The partnership includes exclusive footwear and accessory collections inspired by .Paak’s Southern California roots along with the release of his track “JEWLEZ” which was co-produced by Timbaland and featured his Vans collection throughout its accompanying music video. “Lockdown” is currently nominated for two GRAMMY Awards – “Best Music Video” and “Best Melodic Rap Performance”. The song was also featured in a multitude of “Best Of” 2020 lists from NPR, The FADER, Complex and President Barack Obama’s annual “Favorite Music” list.
