Acclaimed songstress Winona Oak has released her much-anticipated sophomore EP, SHE, available now HERE. SHE includes the evocative new single, “SHE,” joined by an equally captivating companion video, streaming now via YouTube HERE.

SHE includes previously released singles, “With Myself” and “Piano In The Sky.” The self-empowerment anthem, “With Myself” and had critics raving with Billboard naming it one of “10 cool new pop songs to get you through the week” and This Song Is Sick stating “If you’re looking to feel 50 shades of yourself, then look no further. This hot new track will have you brimming with self-standing confidence in just a few short seconds.” The lush track was followed by the release of “Piano In The Sky” which Idolator labeled as “a stunning ballad about longing complete with a cinematic visual that finds Winona perched atop a battered piano in the middle of a grey, wintery lake.” Both singles were joined by official videos streaming now on YouTube HERE.
Born and raised in the Nordic forests of Sweden on a small crop of land called Sollerön – known as the Island of the Sun – Winona Oak first caught the public’s attention in 2018 with The Chainsmokers’ viral smash, “Hope (Feat. Winona Oak).” Co-written by Winona and featuring her stunning lead vocals, the track has amassed over 500 million global streams thus far. That same year also saw Winona unite with Australian electronic maestro What So Not for a string of tracks, including “Beautiful,” which later took home the Australian Independent Music Awards’ 2019 AIR Award for “Best Independent Dance Single.” 

Recently named by Idolator as one of their “40 Artists To Watch In 2020,” Winona made her solo debut in 2018 with a striking cover of her Neon Gold labelmates HAIM’s “Don’t Save Me,” followed the next year by her own “He Don’t Love Me“ and “Break My Broken Heart,” together earning more than 62 million streams across all platforms. Both tracks were featured on her debut CLOSURE, which arrived earlier this year. The EP drew wide ranging applause from a range of outlets, with V Magazine hailing the project as “a true testament to her unprecedented singing abilities and a refreshingly authentic look into the multi-faceted vocalist’s emotional psyche,” Ones To Watch declaring it to be “a striking introduction to an impossible to ignore artist. Ethereal, mesmerizing, and the first chapter of a veritable pop star” and perhaps Idolator said it best: CLOSURE is “staggeringly great…one of the best EPs of 2020.”

CLOSURE also includes the recent singles, “Control“ and “Lonely Hearts Club,” the latter named by AV Club among the top 10 of their recent “25 Best Songs of 2020 So Far.” Along with her acclaimed solo work, 2020 has seen Winona continuing to collaborate with leading dance and electronic artists, teaming with Germany’s Robin Shultz for the collaborative single, “Oxygen” and with Moroccan/Dutch DJ R3HAB on “Thinking About You.”
