The “HIHORSE’D TOUR” follows the arrival of Young Thug’s hugely acclaimed new mixtape, JEFFERY. The 10-track collection, executive produced by Wheezy and TM88, is available now at all leading DSPs.

Known far and wide as a charismatic and crowd-pleasing live performer, Young Thug will also make appearances at a number of upcoming festivals, including San Francisco, CA’s Treasure Island Music Festival (October 15th), Detroit, MI’s FM 98 WJLB and Channel 955 Present Big Show At The Joe (November 2nd), and McDade, TX’s Sound On Sound Fest (November 6th). The schedule follows show-stopping performances at Columbus, OH’s Breakaway Music Festival, Los Angeles, CA’s FYF Fest, and Raleigh, NC’s Hopscotch Music Festival, his epic performance at the latter event hailed by Rolling Stone as one of the “5 Best Things That Happened At Hopscotch.”
More than just a musician, Young Thug is also proving both a fashion icon and innovator. The superstar rapper is among the celebrities featured in Calvin Klein’s “I ____ In #MyCalvins” campaign as well the recently announced brand spokesman for Puma‘s Classic Suede, showcasing the premier shoe company’s fall ‘16 “Classics” collection. Young Thug is also the curator of BET Network’s new fashion and music program, “How To Rock: Denim,” streaming now at BET’s official website.

JEFFERY made a spectacular chart debut upon its release last month, arriving at #8 on the overall SoundScan/Billboard 200 as well as at #5 on the “Top R&B/Hip-Hop Albums” tally. The collection – which features tracks like “Wyclef Jean” and the smash “Pick Up The Phone (Feat. Quavo,” performed by Young Thug and Travis Scott – also drew unprecedented critical attention, with Rolling Stone applauding “Thugger’s strongest collection since 2014” by noting that, “as usual it’s Thug’s own sound that predominates: the heroic howls, rasps, mumbles and wheezes of a man who is as captivating a vocalist as any in pop.” The former Jeffery Lamar Williams makes black comedy out of irrepressible sound,” wrote legendary critic Robert Christgau in NOISEY, “cutting the fool with such delight that I found myself not just engaged but agape.
