yesterday, gnash teamed up with the fader and youtube music to release “homegrown,” a short documentary. watch “homegrown” on thefader.com. this project is part of youtube’s larger collaboration with gnash and partnership with the fader to create a unique campaign that gives fans the opportunity to discover not only gnash’s music, but also more about who he is as an artist.
the documentary follows gnash home to the house that he shares with his family in los angeles for a closer look into his personal life and what motivates him to create his emotional music. “if a feeling sticks around long enough for me to feel like I have to talk about it then i’m going to make a song about it, and if that’s a song that helps people then that’s the goal. I just want to help people with how they feel,” says gnash, who became a global sensation with his multi-platinum hit “i hate u, i love u (feat. olivia o’brien)” in 2016.
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released just ahead of his upcoming world tour in march, the short film includes commentary from gnash’s friends and collaborators, grammy-nominated record producer cisco adler, and family who speak about gnash’s sudden rise to fame after graduating high school, connecting to emotions through music, and the importance of home, family, and open, sincere communication. 
in the doc, gnash performs his track “home” and speaks about the financial hardship that ultimately led to gnash buying the family home from his parents. check out the official music video for “home (feat. johnny yukon)” here.
