SORANA AND DAVID GUETTA UNLEASH “redruM”
MULTI-PLATINUM SINGER-SONGWRITER TEAMS UP WITH SUPERSTAR DJ/PRODUCER
FOR ATLANTIC RECORDS DEBUT SINGLE AND VIDEO INSPIRED BY THE SHINING

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Multi-platinum singer-songwriter Sorana has joined forces with longtime collaborator and superstar DJ/producer David Guetta for her Atlantic Records debut single – “redruM” is available now at all DSPs and streaming services. 
Influenced by classic psychological horror, The Shining, “redruM” interpolates the pulsating chorus melody of Kanye West’s “Heartless,” personally approved by Ye, who shares co-writing credit for the track with Sorana. Sorana met superstar DJ David Guetta in a writing session for their chart topping track “Heartbreak Anthem” and he was immediately taken by her talent and quickly became a frequent collaborator of the rising artist. Anchored by Guetta’s signature driving bass lines and huge synths, the inescapably catchy bop, comes to life in its dark and twisted music video  – which sees Sorana haunting the halls of a Shining-style hotel with glowing blue braids, evoking her Sailor Moon obsession. “My debut single ‘redruM’ tells the story of two people falling in love with the same person,” says Sorana. “In the end, one will be happy in love and the other one will be heartbroken. In the lyrics, I compare the pain of heartbreak to a murder because in my experience, heartbreaks have been tough and hard to get over. The song is an ironic take on how people dramatically react to heartbreak. Love comes and goes so we might as well enjoy it while it lasts.”
"One of the most exciting things in my career is discovering a new talent, a new voice,” David Guetta shared. “Sorana is so talented as a writer but is also an outstanding vocal talent, so I'm excited to see her solo career taking off. We first worked together on 'Heartbreak Anthem' which was a big success and is now nominated for BRIT award! 'Redrum' is an amazing song which I’m very proud of. Sorana sounds beautiful on it and I’m glad that she decided to be the featured artist."
Sitting in her room in Romania at just three-years-old, Sorana realized she had a voice when she caught herself singing along to a Whitney Houston cassette. She decided, right then and there, that she would be a singer, and would learn the dedication and drive that such a career choice required along the way. As her dreams quickly outgrew her hometown, she made the tough decision to move to London where she worked long hours at a pub to be able to support herself while diligently filling her days off with countless songwriting sessions. 
Sorana’s fierce ambition, determination, and hustle paid off when her talents landed her a publishing deal in London. Racking up more than 5,000 hours of songwriting sessions, Sorana proved herself as a pop force, co-writing a string of international hits including The Chainsmokers & ILLENIUM’s chart-topping, platinum certified “Takeaway,” Feat. Lennon Stella, Ava Max’s “OMG What’s Happening,” and the BRIT Award-nominated, platinum certified “Heartbreak Anthem” by Galantis, David Guetta & Little Mix. The latter reached the top of the charts in more than 20 countries, becoming the #2 song of 2021 on UK radio. 
Having cemented herself as a creative and compelling songwriter, Sorana started to dive into her own artistry, co-writing and lending her incredible voice to Alan Walker’s “Lost Control” which generated over 110M worldwide streams and counting. Through additional features and co-writes, the now LA-based songstress has officially surpassed an impressive 1 billion global streams. With more unique and powerful pop on the horizon, Sorana continues to bring her dream to life.

Musical trailblazer David Guetta is an international icon. Receiving his 10th GRAMMY nomination in 2021 for ‘Hero’, his collaboration with Afrojack, Guetta has also been nominated for 3 Brit Awards, voted the world’s best DJ in the coveted DJ Mag ‘Top 100’ poll and the best electronic artist at the MTV Europe Music Awards, both for the second year running, capping off another incredible year for the dance music visionary. 

 

Maintaining an epic level of quality for his live streams during the pandemic and lockdown, he hosted his iconic United At Home series, a number of unforgettable concerts from Paris’ Louvre Museum, the Burj Khalifa in Dubai, the Icon Brickell in Miami, and atop the Rockefeller Center in New York, raising $2 million in donations for numerous charities. Most recently, Guetta performed an iconic NYE live stream from Abu Dhabi's Louvre to see in 2022. With clubs and festivals finally open, Guetta is set to perform at the world's biggest festivals and events this year, performing at Ultra Music Festival in Miami, his residency in Las Vegas, Creamfields festival in the UK, Lollapalooza in France and in his two residencies in Ibiza (Ushuaia and Hi) the whole summer, with many more to be announced. 

 

There was never dull moment on the production front for him during this difficult period either, scoring a global hit with ‘Heartbreak Anthem’ alongside Galantis and Little Mix and other smashes including ‘If You Really Love Me’, ‘Bed’ with Joel Corry, ‘Remember’ with Becky Hill, sending him to #9 most streamed artist on Spotify globally. He also connected with Bebe Rexha, Ty Dolla $ign and A Boogie Wit Da Hoodie on ‘Family’ alongside a number of international global stars. Turning his hand to a number of remixes, Guetta dropped an edit of the summer hit ‘Love Tonight’; a 2021 remix of his classic, ‘Memories’ after it unexpectedly went viral on Tik Tok; an official remix of the global Coldplay and BTS smash, ‘My Universe’; and most recently he teamed up with dance legends, Faithless for an official remix of the iconic single ‘God Is A DJ’.

A master creative across genres, Guetta went from strength to strength with his underground-focused Future Rave project alongside Morten. Celebrating 10 years of his massive ‘Titanium’ collaboration with Sia, Guetta released a mind-blowing Future Rave remix, and has just released a new Future Rave anthem, ‘Permanence’ on Friday 7th January. Additionally Guetta returned to his uncompromising Jack Back alias for ‘I’ve Been Missing You’ with Ferreck Dawn and Guz, and ‘Alive’ with Roland Clark and Fancy Inc. Most recently he kicked off the New Year with his latest Jack Back single, ‘Supercycle’ with Citizen Kain and Kiko released on 4th January. 
With over 14 billion global streams, 50 million records sold worldwide and two Grammy awards to his name, David Guetta demonstrates time and time again why he is the most cherished electronic artist of our generation.
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
