ROWAN DRAKE RELEASES “STILL AS THE NIGHT”

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Rising singer-songwriter Rowan Drake has shared his new single, “Still As The Night,” premiering today via Arthouse Records/Atlantic Records. Written and produced by Drake and Jonny Shorr (GAYLE, Catie Turner), the haunting track arrives alongside an official visualizer streaming here. 
 
“‘Still As The Night’ is the recollection of a period of time where I lost all control in my life,” says Rowan Drake. “The world was weighing down on me. I felt all the purpose draining from my life. In that time, I just prayed someone would come and take control over my existence. I didn’t want to be in charge. I was numb, alone, confused. The song is an expression of that time. It speaks to the feeling you get when you look in the mirror and don’t understand how you are the same person as your former self. The former self that seemed to be so much happier, so much more at peace in the world.”
 
Heralded with a string of popular TikTok’s that teased the song, “Still As The Night” follows the recent release of Drake’s debut EP, Dear Ella. Currently boasting close to 20M combined worldwide streams, the EP includes such heartbreaking and reflective tracks as “Lover Come Back to Me,” “Momentary Feelings,” and “How Do I Love Again,” all of which are accompanied by unique visuals. 
 
This week Drake will showcase “Still As The Night” and other fan favorites with a series of Southern California live dates supporting singer-songwriter Alex Warren’s first-ever headline shows, including dates at San Diego, CA’s Voodoo Room, West Hollywood, CA’s famed Troubadour, and Santa Ana, CA’s Constellation Room. 
 
Now with more than 30M global streams, 5.7M TikTok likes, 3.5M combined views across all TikTok posts, and over 1.8M official YouTube views, Rowan Drake has long used songwriting as a space for transforming his feelings into unexpected beauty. Growing up in the small college town of Ithaca, New York, the singer-songwriter first discovered the power of that outlet when, at age 15, a devastating accident ended his dream of becoming a competitive snowboarder. After devoting nearly all his life to his snowboarding career, Drake began exploring his innate musicality by dreaming up his own hypnotic form of pop – moody, immersive, and fearlessly confessional, merging the intense introspection of classic singer-songwriters with a more forward-thinking sonic aesthetic. He soon earned praise and attention for such vulnerable releases as “Abandonment Issues,” which was named by Billboard to their “10 Cool New Pop Songs,” writing, “Drake’s feathery vocal approach, paired here with meaty guitar strums and canned strings, yield a surprisingly affecting declaration that doesn’t lose any luster on replay listens” while “Would You Do It Again?” arrived to nearly 7M views across TikTok’s that teased the song and  “Elephant In The Room” was named to Rolling Stone’s “Songs You Need to Know” roundup.
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
